BUILDING FOR THE FUTURE 
from Fr. Dave 

 
The process of planning, design development, fund raising and 

actual building began almost five years ago.  The length comes in part 
because we have worked hard to listen to as many folks as possible . 

   
For more than three years now, our Construction Task Group 

has been hard at work attempting to turn the hopes and dreams of 
many parishioners into a reality.  Three additions will add almost 
30,000 sq. ft. to our present facilities. These will provide a new Blessed 
Sacrament Chapel open for prayer 24\7; additional offices to provide 
staff who now share offices with a space of their own.  The largest addi-
tion will provide a new community room (social hall) and kitchen; a 
much larger youth room and activity room\gym, 16 formation rooms 
and a new chapel.  All through this process, the CTG has been careful 
and even made difficult decisions to make sure that our project stays 
within our $8.8M budget.   

 

The work is about 20% complete.  The basic footprint of the 
building is obvious and work continues through the cold and snow to 
enclose the building by the end of January.  Once that is done, work on 
the inside can continue at a much quicker pace.  
 

The Construction Task Group continues to monitor the building 
progress.  The “Owners’ Group” meets every other week to review the 
progress of the work and make adjustments and the parish Finance 
Council monitors the construction budget.  In the meantime, the CTG 
continues to design the interior of the church and chapels.  Artists have 
been chosen to design the devotional and liturgical spaces.   Early in the 
new year the CTG will meet with these artists to approve their designs 
so that they are ready for May.  In May, we hope to show you these de-
signs as a part of a weekend “walk through” of our new space.  
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from the PASTORAL COUNCIL 
 

 Our Pastoral Council will soon be updating our Facility and Grounds Usage Policy as a part of our planning 
for how we will use our new facilities.  Here is a summary of that policy: 

 

Our parish facilities and grounds may be used for any activities, events or meetings that are specifically related 
to St. Mary Magdalen Parish, its ministries or by groups that are sponsored by the parish (like Knights of Columbus, 
scouts, etc).  None of our facilities or grounds will be rented out for private or public use. 

 

We also would open our building and grounds to parishioner initiated activities that would be in keeping with 
our Vision Statement, activities and events sponsored by the Catholic Diocese of Lansing and to non-profit community 
organizations based in Livingston County.  (In some cases, a fee may be assessed to cover maintenance and/or utility 
costs.) 

 

Activities occurring Monday-Thursday need to end by 10 pm; and on Friday-Sunday by 11 pm.   By state law, 
smoking is not permitted in the building and smoking outside is permitted at least 25 feet away from the building and 
entrances.  Alcohol in moderate and discretionary amounts is only permitted at parish sponsored events or when spe-
cial insurance is purchased for non-parish events.  Furnishings are not to be taken off-site. Use by organized athletic 
groups is not permitted without Pastoral Council approval.  Skateboard and rollerblade activities are not permitted at 
any time, at any location. 

 

 Any suggestions or concerns about changing this policy should be addressed to a Council member.

We all want plain, simple, direct answers 
from God. What is the right decision for us?  
Should I marry this person?  Should I look for an-
other job?  Should I go back to school? Do I have 
a vocation to serve God as a religious?  How can 
I deal with this difficult person? Should I have an-
other brownie?  We would like direct answers; we 
don’t get direct answers. 
 

Since God does not speak to us directly 
with a loud booming voice, we find ourselves 
struggling daily to find the right thing to do. And, 
just as Jesus was vague in his answer to the 
crowd – demanding that they search their own 
souls for the answer to their question – so God 
sometimes lets us flounder in indecision allowing 
us to make our own mistakes.  He wants us to 
ask the deeper questions; he wants us to have 
the spiritual maturity to hear the deeper answers.  
He wants us to reflect, to research if necessary, 
but most of all to pray. 
 

We are not born into this earthly life with a 
blueprint and an owner’s manual.  None of us 
knows with certainty when or how our lives will 
end.  But between birth and death we have a re-
sponsibility to ourselves and to God, to take our 
lives and each of our decisions seriously, to in-
form our minds and our hearts as best we can, 
and never to imagine that what we do doesn’t 
make any difference. Everything we do, no mat-
ter how important or how trivial, cannot be over-
stated, whether it’s making sure we believe in 
God’s love, or reaching for that second brownie.  
Everything we do is important to God. 

THE DEACONS BENCH

The film, Pay It Forward, (based on the novel by 
Catherine Ryan Hyde) has the same premise that underlies 
the source of the joy and happiness just celebrated at 
Christmas.  The film tells the story of a seventh grade 
teacher and his eleven-year-old student. On the first day of 
class, the teacher puts this challenge on the blackboard: 
“Think of something new that will change the world, and 
then act on what you have thought.”  The idea captivates 
the boy, who lives with his single-parent, alcoholic 
mother.  The boy attempts to put this idea into practice by 
helping people, who will, in turn, "pay it forward" by helping 
others. 

 

The boy draws a circle in his homework book and 
puts his name in the middle.  From that circle, he extends 
three lines, at the end of which are three more circles.  In 
the first circle he writes his mother’s name.  He will try to 
get her to give up her alcohol.  In the second circle he 
writes the name of a classmate who is being bullied by the 
larger boys in school.  He will make it his duty to defend this 
fellow.  In the third circle, he writes the name of his teacher, 
whom he will try to persuade to fall in love with his 
mother.  These are huge challenges for the boy. 

 

The film then shows the steep obstacles he faces in 
his attempt to improve his world.  In the end, Pay It Forward 
inspires us to imagine the possibilities of making the world 
a better place, transforming one person at a time by a se-
ries of “random acts of kindness” and love. 

 

The movie teaches us that when someone does a 
good deed for us, we should "pay it forward” by making “an 
act of faith in the goodness of people.”  The net result is 
lasting peace and joy.  The people asked John the Bap-
tizer, “What should we do?”  He told them to act with jus-
tice, charity and honesty, letting their lives reflect their 
transformation. 

 

For us, that transformation was entered into during 
Advent and Christmas.  My question for you is “What three 
circles would you draw on your homework?” and “can we 
pay the Spirit of Christmas forward for the whole year?”
